BAA 04-02, Appendix D 

Other Than Cost and Pricing Data Schedules and Exhibits
The Appendix D other than cost or pricing information forms are designed to provide NASA with information necessary to evaluate all Offeror's proposals on a uniform and consistent basis.  The composition of some forms may require an Offeror to classify some proposed elements of cost in a manner that differs from the Offeror's normal, disclosed, and/or approved estimating and accounting practices.  To facilitate uniformity in evaluation, Offerors shall classify and propose cost elements in consonance with the specified format and furnish addenda, as determined necessary by the Offeror, which provide complete traceability, clearly explain, and reconcile the differences between the way the Offeror classifies its costs and the way costs are requested to be classified by the BAA cost forms.  The contemplated resultant contract will be written in a manner, which is consistent with the Offeror's normal, disclosed, and/or approved estimating and accounting practices.

Offerors shall provide cost information consisting of the Exhibits and Schedules contained in BAA 04-02 Appendix D.  The pricing format required by this BAA is for evaluation purposes. The total costs in the Offerors exhibits and schedules must agree.  The Offeror shall provide reconciliation schedules and an explanation for differences in individual elements of cost between exhibits and or schedules.

Amounts proposed (excluding hourly labor rates) should be rounded to the nearest whole dollar.
Exhibits generally relate to summarization of all elements of cost for a specified item, function or task. Schedules generally relate to a single element of cost such as labor, overhead, material. Appendix D forms are classified as follows:

Forms A is to provide labor information for each Contractor Fiscal Year.  Form A.1 is to provide labor information for each Contract Year.  Neither form is to be provided by WBS, submission is by Contract and Contractor Fiscal Year.  These forms may be omitted should an Offeror’s BOE Labor detail or their own cost model, and supporting data provide the same information.  The Offeror shall identify the substitute information in their cost proposal as being provide to satisfy the Form A requirements.

Form B is to provide cost information, for each WBS at level 2, summarized by WBS and summarized at the Contract Level.  WBS Level 2 is defined in the following table:

Supporting schedules should be provided in sufficient detail to allow for an evaluation of the Form B proposed Other Direct Costs, to include proposed Material, Travel, Supplies, and Other items.  These schedules shall be in the Offeror’s own format and should be justified and explained in the BOE.

Offerors are encouraged to use and submit with the cost proposal the NASA Structured Approach for determining the proposed fee (NASA Form 634 and accompanying guidelines).   An insufficient profit or fee amount may indicate a lack of corporate commitment and may not be sufficient to incentivize excellent performance.  An excessive fee or profit amount may impair the contract award process.   

Form C, Phase 1 and From C.1, Phase 2 are Schedules for the Total BAA costs by Prime and Major Subcontractors.  Team member costs should be summarized separately on the forms.
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
